


SIZING A MAT requires transferring the
screw, blade, cover, washer, and nut to the
back side of the cutter body. Adjust the posi-
tion of the blade so it will cut through a mat
and part way into a slip sheet. Mark the size
with pencil lines on the back of the mat and
use a straight edge to guide the cutter.
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FREE-HAND CUTTING with the MatMate
101 depends on your own creativity. Remove
the Mat blade and replace it with a Dexter #3|
type blade (L). Figure 4 shows it in place un-|
der the blade cover. Adjust the depth of cut by
loosening the nut and slide the blade up or
down, then retighten the nut. Index marks are
provided at (M) which are guides for partial or
full penetration of the mat.

The MATMATE 101 can also be used in com-
bination with either the MatMate Systems or
the MatMate Twin System. Remove the bot-
tom plate and the MatMate 101 will fit on top
of the clamp guide, Figure 5. Be sure to adjust

the blade depth by extending the blade.
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
